Every dancer at dpdc will need a costume for every class.  Some combo classes will
need one for each style.  All dancers will be measured by our staff and costumes

are ordered in February. 
All costume fees will be posted to your parent portal at the beginning of January

with a due date of february 16th.  
any costume fees left unpaid will be charged to the card on file on march 2ND. 

costumes will be distributed during costume distribution week which is the week
leading up to the photo shoot. 

all accounts must be paid in full with a zero balance in order to receive costumes.  
Once costumes are ordered they cannot be returned.  

if alterations are needed it is up to the parent/guardian. 
necessary tights will be included!

Q: When can I purchase tickets?
A: Starting Monday May 11  at 8am th

Q: How do I purchase tickets?
A:Tickets can be purchased from the link on our website.
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Q: Who needs a ticket?
A: Adults and children of all ages.
Q: If I plan to attend more than one show
do I need more than one ticket?
A: Yes. Audience members need a seperate ticket for each show.
Q: How do I know which show to buy
tickets for?
A: You can find a list of every class and the show your
dancer will perform in on our website and in this packet.
Q: Is seating reserved? 
A: yes! All tickets are reserved seating!

Q: Is there a ticket limit?
A: no! with our new larger venue we have plenty of seats.
Q: Will tickets be available day of?
A: We are hopeful that we will have tickets still
available, but we recommend purchasing them in advance.
Q: Can I exchange or return tickets?
A: no. ticket sales are final and cannot be returned or exchanged.
Please make sure you are buying for the correct show.
Q: Can I pay with cash?
A: No, all tickets must be purchased online through the
ticketing website

Q: Does my DPDC dancer need a ticket to
other shows?
A: If you would like them to sit with you, yes, they will need a
ticket. otherwise they can sit in our student section for free!



Q: Should my dancer come to the photo shoot even if I
am not planning to order photos?
A: Yes! We highly recommend ordering pictures as Ron McKinney does an

excellent job capturing these memories. However, every dancer will be a

part of group pictures regardless of an order form being submitted.

Q: When and where is the showcase photo shoot?
A: The photo shoot is at DPDC on Sunday, May 24th. The exact arrival and pick-

up times for each class can be found in your Showcase Handbook & on our

website.
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Q: If my dancer is in more than one class, do I need to
drop-off and pick-up for each costume?
A: If your dancer has more than one class/costume, they can stay and use

studio 2 or 3 to change into additional costumes and then be picked up after

their final picture. Dancers under age 10 should have someone here to help

them between pictures.

Q: How do I order pictures?
A: photo orders are all online - the link is available on our website and at

the front desk.  we recommend choosing the $50 gallery option as you can

view all your dancer’s photos. Once You pick your favorite photos, the $50

goes towards the package of your choice. orders must be placed before you

arrive at dpdc. individual photos will not be taken of a dancer without an

order placed in advance.

Q: How should my dancer arrive to their Photo Shoot?
A: Dancers should arrive hair & makeup ready and in their first costume with

additional costumes hanging exactly as they were given to you. Each costume

should be on the labeled hanger with accessories attached and inside the

dpdc garment bag. 

Q: Are parents allowed in the Photo Shoot area?
A: No, we will have plenty of assistants to make sure your dancer looks great

before their photo. Parents are not allowed in the photo area for any reason

as this can be a huge distraction and make the photo schedule take longer. We

appreciate your cooperation in this matter.

Q: Does the Photo Shoot run on time?
A: Not always, photo shoots can run anywhere from 30 minutes ahead to 30 minutes
behind. This happens for a multitude of reasons. mostly because we want to get the
best photo of each dancer! a sign will be placed on the front door to the studio if we
are 30 minutes or more behind our schedule.

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Q: How should my dancer show up at
Dress Rehearsal?
A: Dancers should arrive at dress rehearsal with their
hair in a slicked back bun with a center part (Long
hair) or geled and styled (Short hair), in make-up (At
the parents’ discretion), and in their first costume
listed on the show order schedule. (Show order will be
posted the week of the show) in addition to all
costumes, dancers should bring tights (that DPDC
provided), dance shoes & accessories for all costumes
as well as their Showcase T-shirt. No need for snacks,
dpdc will provide water. We do recommend that
dancers wear a nude leotard under their costume for
ease of changing. 

Q: When and where is Dress Rehearsal?
A: Dress rehearsal is Thursday, June 18th at the
Yellow Box Theater in Naperville. We will run each
show in show order. The schedule is in this handbook &
on our website.
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Q: Does my dancer still have their normal
classes during Dress Rehearsal week?
A: No, the faculty and staff will be at the theater all
week! Regular classes end on Saturday, June 13.

Q: Can I watch my dancer's Dress Rehearsal?
A: No. Parents are not permitted in the theater at any
time during the Dress Rehearsal. Dancers will be
checked in at the table in the hallway outside of the
theater and picked up in the same location.
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Q: Where and when should I drop off my dancer?

All dancers will be checked in at the entrance to the main dressing
room which is the gymnasium at Yellow Box. Each parent will be
handed bracelet which will be needed to reunite with your dancer.
All dancers should be in line to check in at their Call Time.

Q: Do I need to help my dancer during the show?
A: Nope! We have many volunteers and class assistants who help your
dancer. Parents are not permitted backstage at any time so just sit
back and enjoy the show!

Q: When and how do I pick-up my dancer after they
perform?

A: After the conclusion of the show, dancers will be dismissed from
the stage. Please remain seated until you see your dancer and have
one parent meet them at the front of the stage with your bracelet.
*Debut program please see Debut procedures*

Q: How do i get my dancers’ things after the show?

A: Dancers and 1 parent will be permitted to enter the dressing room
to retrieve their items. Please make sure everything is labeled.

Q: Can I take pictures and video of my dancer during the
show?
A: Photography & Videography is not permitted during the show. You
will receive a professional video of your dancer’s performance.
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Q: When and where does the Showcase take
place?
A: The Showcase is at the Yellow Box Theatre in Naperville on
Saturday, June 20. The PINK Show is at 10 am, the ORANGE
Show is at 2 pm, and the GREEN Show is at 6 pm. You can find
a full list of the classes in each show in your Showcase Handbook
and on our website.

Q: what should my dancer wear/bring to
to showcase?
A: All dancers should arrive at the theater in their opening
number costume (showcase t-shirt over their first costume) with
all other costumes, tights, dance shoes, and
hairpieces/accessories in the DPDC garment and Dynamic Pop
bags provided. Arrive hair and make-up ready. 
No personal dance bags will be permitted back stage.

Q: What will my dancer do when he/she
isn't on stage?
A: All dancers will stay backstage in the dressing rooms
enjoying their dance family during the entirety of the show.
There is also a live feed of the show they can watch! Debut
program please check debut procedures.

Q: What does my dancer need in addition
to the items provided in the DPDC garment
bag & dynamic pop Tote?
A: Dancers need to bring all necessary dance shoes, tights (the
ones we have provided). No water or snacks are necessary. We
will provide a water for each dancer. 

Q: What should we do in preparation for
show day?
A: Prior to dress rehearsals please label all costume pieces,
shoes, tights, and accessories including your opening number t-
shirt! Dancers are also encourage to practice their routine with
the videos provided on the parent portal.

All Debut Program dancers will come to dress rehearsal in their first costume with their opening
number t-shirt on top,  tights (pink for ballet/tap, tan for Mini Jazz & Tumble Tots) and dance shoes
(Ballet shoes for ballet classes, Jazz shoes for Mini Jazz, Tennis shoes for Hippity Hop & Tumble
Tots) Hair & Makeup information is included on your costume sheet in the back of this handbook.

Dress Rehearsal

The DPDC Debut Program includes:
Princess Ballet/Tap, Preschool Ballet/Tap, Mini Ballet/Tap, 

Hippity Hop, Tumble Tots, Preschool PLUS & Mini Jazz

Any additional costumes should be brought into the theatre with them in their white garment
bag with their teal Dynamic POP bag hanging on it. In their Dynamic POP bag should be any
other dance shoes they will need. Do not send any snacks or water with your dancer.  Water
will be provided and snacks will not be needed. No personal dance bags or shoes will be
permitted.

All Debut Program dancers’ garment bags and Dynamic POP bags will remain at the theatre until
show day.  We will send your dancer back to you at the end of rehearsal in exactly what they
should be wearing when they arrive on show day.

All Debut Program dancers will stay in the theatre for the entire rehearsal until their dismissal
time. Teachers and assistants are available to help with anything they need.

Parents will not be permitted inside for any reason.

Parents will check their dancer in and out using a claim ticket.

All Dancers will arrive on show day in their first costume, tights & shoes on, hairpiece in hair, and
Their opening number T-shirt over the top.  Please do not send them in with anything additional.
They will have a water provided and do not need any snacks or activities.  Dancers need to arrive
in their dance shoes. All outside shoes will be left with parents. Hair & Makeup information is
included on your costume sheet in the back of this handbook.

Once they complete their final dance, they will remain backstage until intermission.  When
intermission begins, please send 1 parent to the house right door to pick up your dancer, and they
will sit with you for the 2  half of the show. Once we complete our Dedication to Dance ceremony,
we will invite all Debut Program dancers back up to dance the closing number. Debut Dancers are
not permitted to leave during intermission.

After the closing number is complete, we ask that all parents remain seated so that the audience can
clear. When the theatre is clear, the DPDC faculty & staff will dismiss your dancer to you once you
hand them your claim ticket.
